1. We act on behalf of the Congress of South African Trade Unions ("“COSATU") and its General

Secretary, Mr Zwelinzima Vavi ("Mr Vawi").

2. We have been requested by our clients to address you on a document that was received by

themn in the circumstances set out below.

3. On 7 May 2007 an 18 page document (“the document”) dated 7 December 2006 was faxed
to COSATU'’s head office in Johannesburg by an unidentified person and from what appears

fo be a public fax number. The document :

3.1. was faxed with a covering page with the following typed inscription in a bolded large

font:

“F'U;R URGENT ATTENTION

COMRADE ZWELINZIMA VAV]
COSATU GENERAL SECRETARY

18 PAGES™.

TS i
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3.2. is entitled “SPECIAL BROWSE ‘MOLE' CONSOLIDATED REPORT" and is

indicated as a “Top Secret" document on the top left hand corner of each page,

3.3. has numerous allegations against Mr Jacob Zuma (*Mr Zuma") in a range of activities
which according to the document suggests that “there are strong indications that
former Depuly President Jacob Zuma's presidential ambitions are fuelled and
sustained by a conspiracy playing out both inside South Africa and on the African

conlinental stage”,

34. then sets out a whole range of background material and clearly lacks specificity about
dates, venues, persons and general subsiantiation for the assertions contained in the
remaining pages. There does however appear to be the general suggestion that
Angola, Libya and several other African countries are involved in this matter and that
locally Mr Zuma's cause is being supported by COSATU and the SACP amongst

others;

3.5. recommends that its contents should be brought to the attention of the Minister of
Intelligence, the Minister of Justice and Constitutional Development, the Presidency

and to “other agencies of the South African Stafe”,

3.6. recommends that consideration should also be given to proceedings in terms of
section 28(13) of the NPA Act to empower the Directorate of Special Operations (“the
DSO") to initiate investigations into : money laundering; tax evasion; contravention of
exchange control regulations; and conspiracy to sedition, with no specific

recommendation against whom these proceedings should be launched;

3.7. purporedly appears to have been produced by the DSO.

Several days later the same document was posted from a Pretoria post office with a gold
“confidential” sticker and addressed in similar fashion to Mr Vavi. It is apparent that the
person who despatched this document, first by fax and then by post, wanted to ensure that

the contents thereof reached our clients.

Given the inflammatory nature of the contents of this document and the current political
climate our clients thought it appropriate to bring this matter to your attention and to the

atiention of other senior officials as a matter of extreme urgency.
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6. GIur clients are concemed about the contents of the document, the manner of its transmission
to our clients; the apparent intention of the DSO with regard to further processes that are
based on the document; the nature of the allegations made therein; and most importantly its
potentially explosive impact in the context of the current political climate.

7. In the circumstances, our clients would appreciate an urgent response to the following

preliminary queries:

Are you aware of the document?

Does the document emanate from the NPA or the DS0? Alternatively, is this an NPA
or a DSO document? If so, who compiled it and what are your (including the NPA and
the DSO) further intentions with regard to the document and its contents?

If not, where does the document come from and who is responsible for its further
investigation?

If you are not aware of its origins, it is our clients’ view that your office is obliged
nevertheless to investigate who compiled the document, who fransmitted it to our
clients’ offices and to provide our clients with your views on the correctness or the
veracity of the contents of the document. Your response fo this contention will
nhﬁhusfy depend on the nature of your response to the other queries set out above.

B. We trust that you appreciate the urgency of this matier and look forward to your prompt
response. A copy of the document is attached.

INTRODUCTION

The conclusion reached as a result of the present browse, is that there are
strong indications (hat former Deputy President Jacob Zuma's presidential
ambitions are fuelled and sustained by a consplracy playing out both inside
South Africa and on the African continental slage.

Inside South Africa, as is well known, groupings, like the South African
Communist Parly, the ANC Youth League, the SACP's Youth League and
Cosalu, scemingly disaffected from the presidency of Thabo Mbeki, have
largely thrown in their lot with the former Depuly President; along with these
there exist elements within the Security and Intelligence Services that appear
lo be considering the subversion of the apparalus of State in support of a
Zuma presidency.

On the continental lavel, inquiries have revealad that several Heads of Stale
and leaders of African politico/military groupings, apparently alienated by
South Africa’s perceived pre-eminence in the African Union and especially in
Nepad, appear lo be providing both funding and suppori fo Zuma's cause. In
some case these political leaders appear to pose a threat to the sovereignly
and integrity of the South African State.

The purpcse of this browse was not te galher direct evidence but rather to
access information informally and discreelly, and on the basis of these
inquiries, arrive at & preliminary analysis of threat, and lo make
recommendations for further action. ;

It can be siated in this regard, that, while Zuma's support base is relatively

loose and mulli-layered, there are indications that elements are manipulating
the Zuma cause, and that these could indeed be considered to pose & serious

threat to the integrity of the South African State. Furlher and taigetled
investigalions are recommended to verify, and lest the implications of, the
allegations and Intelligence recorded herain.

ANGOLAN INTELLIGENCE INVOLVEMENT

A well-sourced private-sector inteligence repor in the possession of the DSO
alleges Ihat some time in 2005, the President of Angola, Eduardo Dos Santos
directly tasked the then Chief of Angola's Exiernal Intelligence Service,
General Fernando Miala with idenlifying and reporting on ways in which
Angola could provide support to Jacob Zuma, and further his presidential
aspirations, Miala was at the same time tasked with providing an analysis of
the presidential succession environment, with a view to guiding Angolan
government interventions to influence matters in Zuma’s favour.

In the event, according to the intelligence report referred to above, Miala failed
lo execute the taskings to Dos Santos’ satisfaction. This failure i= cited as one
of the major reasons for the removal from office and the arrest of Miala in

February 2006.

It appears that Miala was accused of using the brief in the interest of Tokyo
Sexwa'e and not that of Zuma, and, moreover, of conniving against Dos

Santos. (See below).

Subsequent 1o the arrest of Miala, the "South Africa Dossier"” has been
handed over lo Miala's arch enemy, General Manuel Visira Dias Junior
(Kopelipa), head of Counterinteliigence and Special Advisor to Dos Santos on

Military Affairs.

Just how close these conneclions continue to be, is illustrated by the following
{corrobarated) information gieaned in the course of the present browse: that
al the fime of the attempted coup in Equatorial Guinea, the full text of a South

~ African inteligence report was made avallable to the authorities of that
. couniry by Angolan Intelligence, whereas only an edited version of the same

report was supplied to the Guineans by the South African government,

The closeness of these secret bonds would apparently position the Angolans

well to access Soulth African secret information and for Angolan operatives to
be In a position to fulfil the Dos Santos tasking.

However the siluation is complicaled by tensions existing within the Angolan
intelligence and security comimunity, notably between Miala himsslf and
General Manuel Vieira Dias Junior (known as Kopelipa), head of

) bmmierintel!igeme and Special Advisor on Military Affairs to Dos S_éntﬂs.

Kopelipa is identified as part of the securocrat old guard within the 'Angolan
eslablishment, as opposed to Miala, who is known as a reformer and
moderniser, It is the faclion associaled with Kopslipa (like the ANG's
intelligence elite, largely Soviel trained) that would have been more closely
connected with ANC intelligence cadres in the apartheid era.

BACKGROUND: Fernando Garcia Miala / Kopelipa

Migla is thé former head of External Intelligence in Angola. He represents a
relatively enlightensd and modernised faction in the Angolan military and
stands at odds with the Soviettrained old guard, foremost among which is
Kopelipa, Angola’s Chief of Counterintelligence. The siruggle belween these
. two for power and ascendancy is material to Angola’s covert invelvement in
the succession scenario in South Africa, but s also underpinned by.the play of

- global power.
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
